The term " General Blind Welfare,” as applied to the 

work of voluntary agencies, is an elastic one, used to cover 

all such services as home visiting, relief in distress, admini- 

stration of grants to uncmployables, provision of social 

centres, etc. The social centres managed by the various 

local associations do not appear individually in the Directory. 

At the end of the Directory, a detailed inde.x is given, 

in which each agency is noted separately, and all towns 

having a certain type of service are grouped together 

under the name of that service. All Schools, \\'ork- 

shops. Homes, etc., are thus to be found in the index 

together, and a town where one agency undertakes more 

than one seiwice is found under each service rendered.

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POSTAL REGULATIONS FOR “ BLIND 

LITERATURE.” 

Papers of any kind, periodicals, and books, impressed in Braille, or other special 

type for the use of the blind, may be sent, prepaid, by inland post, at the following 

rates of postage ; — 

-\ny such packet, if posted unpaid, is charged with double postage ; if posted 

insufficiently prepaid, with double the deficiency. 

To be entitled to transmission by this post a packet must : 

1. Consist only of articles specially impressed as described above for the use 

of the blind, and may not contain any communication either in writing or printed in 

ordinary type, except the title, date of publication, serial number, names and addresses 

of printer and publisher, price, and table of contents of the book or periodical and 

any key to, or instructions for, the use of the special type, or any enclosure except a 

label for the return of the packet. 

2. Bear on the outside the inscription “ Literature for the Blind ” and the 

written or printed name and address of the sender. 

3. Be posted either without a cover, or in a cover open at both ends which can 

easily be removed for the purpose of examination. 

4. Not exceed 6^ lb. in weight or 2 feet by 1 foot by 1 foot in dimensions, or, 

if made up in the form of a roll, 30 inches in length and 4 inches in diameter. 

If any of these conditions be infringed the packet will either be charged as an 

insufficiently paid printed paper or letter, or transferred to the Parcel Post, and 

charged with a fine of Id. in addition to any deficient parcel postage, whichever charge 

is the lower.
